THE CITY OF ANNA MARIA is on a barrier island between the Gulf of Mexico and Tampa Bay. All
land in the City is in a special flood hazard zone. The City participates in the CRS program to reduce the
cost of flood insurance by informing the community of the hazards of flooding. With the average land
elevation is 5 feet and the worst case flood height is between 9 and 14 feet. Severe storm may lurk out in
the Gulf and suddenly turn toward Anna Maria Island. Within hours, the ferocity of wind and rain may
threaten your safety. This pamphlet provides information on flood damage prevention and Hurricane
preparation and emergency action to take by you and your family.

FLOOD INSURANCE: Many mortgage lenders require flood insurance based on the elevation of the
lowest floor of your building. Properties with out a mortgage or properties not located within a flood
hazard area can still obtain flood insurance coverage. There is a 30-day waiting period before the policy
becomes effective Homeowner’s insurance and/or Windstorm insurance policies do not cover flood
damage to the structure. All properties secured by a federally backed mortgage (FHA, VA, FNMA, etc.)
must carry flood insurance.

The City of Anna Maria is a National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) community. Flood insurance is
available at a reduced rate to protect all dwellings, condominiums, apartments and commercial structures
within the City. You are eligible for flood insurance, regardless of whether your property has never
flooded...or has flooded several times in the past.

MAP DETERMINATIONS & ELEVATION CERTIFICATE: The City of Anna Maria Building
Department makes available Elevation Certificates and Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) determinations
to let you know which flood hazard area your property is in. All land in the City of Anna Maria are in one
of the following Special Flood Hazard areas; Zone A1l and Coastal high-hazard V9, V10 and V14 zones.
The City will responds to written inquires. Maps, certificates and request forms are kept at the Building
Department at 10005 Gulf Drive or call (941) 708-6132.

SITE VISITS: Upon request, a representative from the City of Anna Maria will visit your property to
review flooding problems and to explain possible ways to alleviate and prevent flood damage. Please call
the City of Anna Maria Building Department to schedule an appointment (941) 708-6132.

DEVELOPMENT PERMITS & SUBSTANTIAL IMPROVEMENT REQUIREMENTS: The City of
Anna Maria and the National Flood Insurance Program require development permits for all new
construction of buildings and structures and for activities where the cost of reconstruction, rehabilitation,
additions, repair of damaged buildings or other improvements to a building equals or exceeds 50 per cent of
the building’s market value within a five year period must meet the flood damage prevention requirements
as provided in the city ordinances. to the Building Department before you build, alter, re-grade or fill on
your property or to report illegal floodplain development. The office is located at 10005 Gulf Drive, City
Hall.

DRAINAGE SYSTEM MAINTENANCE: Proper drainage helps reduce the risk of flooding. It is illegal
for any direct or indirect entry of any solid, liquid or gaseous matter to enter the drainage system. The City
inspects the drainage system and removes blockages that are found or reported. You can help in this
process by keeping the banks clear of brush and debris by calling the Public Works Department at (941)
708-6130.

NATURAL AND BENEFICIAL FUNCTIONS: Bean Point, Bay front park and mangrove preserve
areas, located along the cannels are environmentally sensitive land. These undisturbed natural areas of
Anna Maria act as a natural storage area for storm waters, reducing the affect of flooding to streets and



nearby buildings. Please help keep this area natural and beautiful by reporting any illegal dumping and
littering violations to the Public Works Department at (941) 708-6130 or Manatee County at (941) 747-

2677.

COMPLAINTS: If you have experienced flooding, drainage, sewer backup problems, or seen illegal
dumping of debris into City canals, lakes, or storm drains, please call the Public Works Department (941)

PREPARATION FOR EVACUATION - Keep
a battery powered radio tuned in to local stations,
and if the evacuation order is given comply with
it. Even if the evacuation order turns out to be
unnecessary, leaving the Island is better than
risking the potential loss of life by staying. Don't
wait for a storm to strike. Call as soon as
possible so that plans can be made to assist you.

When preparing your home prior to evacuation
turn off all the electricity, with the possible
exception of the power to your refrigerator. Fill
your tubs, sinks, and any available containers
with water, in case fresh water is not available

after the storm. Shut off your water main to
prevent any contaminated water from backing up
into your house. If possible, board up your
windows to protect them from flying debris.
Move as many valuables as possible to upper
floors or higher elevations. Elevate furniture if
possible.

e Be sure the car is fueled and ready to go, or
call the person who agreed to give you a
ride.

e  Put emergency supplies in the car or near the
front door if you are riding with someone
else.

e Put away all those things on your lawn or
patio which could be picked up and carried
by the wind. Lawn chairs, garbage cans,
garden tools, toys, signs, and other harmless
items can become dangerous in a hurricane
wind.

e  Put important papers like birth and marriage
certificates, wills, and insurance papers in a
waterproof container with your food supply
or in a safe deposit box at the bank.

e Remove HAZARDOUS materials from
storage sheds.

e Secure or move inside any items that will
float and become a problem in the
community.

The Weather Service tracks hurricanes and
warns people when a hurricane is moving toward
shore. They use two different terms to warn us:
HURRICANE WATCH and HURRICANE
WARNING.

A means a hurricane
might hit your area.

If a HURRICANE WATCH is issued for your
area, keep listening to local radio or television
stations for the latest weather information. There

are other things you can help your family do if
you hear a HURRICANE WATCH:

A HURRICANE WARNING is issued when a
hurricane is expected to hit your town within 24
hours.

EVACUATION:

Any Evacuation Level, A through E,
requires evacuation from Anna Maria
Island to the Main Land. USE Route
64/Manatee Avenue to a Designated
Shelter. Emergency personnel will assist
you and listen to the local radio station.

e When a HURRICANE WARNING is
issued for your area, you and your neighbors
may be asked to evacuate. Local radio and
television stations will tell you where to go
and the best roads to take. Your family
should leave immediately.

=  Your family should leave right away! Do
not wait, especially in areas very near the
ocean, because roads can flood quickly and
keep you from leaving.

e Just before you leave your home run wide
waterproof tape from corner to corner in a
large "X" on each window and glass door to
keep glass from shattering into very small
pieces. Close and lock windows and glass
doors, lowering blinds and closing curtains
in case the windows break. If there is time,
you can nail boards over larger windows.
Fill bathtubs and other clean containers with
water in case water lines are damaged by the
storm.
